Dear Abraham,

I will be doing a lot of traveling this summer between vacationing and work. | want my pets to be in good hands while |
am away, so how do | decide if | should use a kennel or a pet sitter? And how do | find the best one??
Signed, Uncertain traveler

Dear Uncertain Traveler,

Thanks for thinking about something so important to your pet. While you are away, often your pet may be confused or
depressed, because they are unsure what is happening. So the best thing is to make sure they are entertained and
properly cared for while you are away to keep them healthy and happy. The decision on whether to use a kennel or a
house sitter should depend on the mental and physical health of your pet. If your pet is comfortable around other ani-
mals, and handles new experiences well, then a kennel would be fine. If your pet has special medical needs, most vet-
erinarians offer boarding and it is always good to kennel a dog with your vet so they know his or her medical his-

tory. Always ask to see the kennel your dog will be staying in and find out about feeding and exercise routines.

Your pet is always going to be the happiest in the surroundings they are accustomed to. So if a pet sitter is in your
budget and you can find a reputable one, then that will be best for your pet. Some pet sitters will also offer other services
such as picking up your mail, watering plants, and sometimes even house sitting. To find a pet sitter, a direct reference
from friends, family or your vet is best. You can also check you local yellow pages or the National Association of Profes-
sional Pet Sitters (800-296-PETS) or Pet Sitters International (336-983-9222). Always ask for a resume and check refer-
ences.

Whether you use a pet sitter or kennel, make sure to carry all contact numbers with you and put them in a couple of
different locations in the event luggage or cell phones are lost. Make sure all instructions for feeding, and any special
medications are detailed, as well as listing contact information for yourself, your vet, and nearby family or friends in the
unlikely event of an emergency.

Make sure to spend extra time with your pets before and after your return, so they will feel more confident. Of course |
would recommend lots of treats and toys so it will be a pleasant experience for your pet, even though you are away.
